The highlight of
this years cdebrations was planting a maple tree
asamemorial to Canadian veterans ( in honour
of the Y ear of the Veteran). This dedication
included an honour guard consisting of
Veterans, Legion representatives, Canadian
Forces personnel, and the Fortresses Military
interpreters and representatives from the
Mi’kmaw community.

The celebrationslasted from mid morning until
late afternoon with 18" century drum and
musket demonstrations, 18" century field camp
style living, and aboriginal displays being
provided by the Fortress staff aswell asall the
activities provided by the many other
participating groups. The Provincial Park had
the day full of entertainment for both young and
old, from demonstrations, interpretive talks,
ghosts stories by campfire, to treasure hunts,

games and a family barbeque, the highlight
of which was the planting the mapletreein
honor of the Veterans.
