A recent study suggests that in the peak of
winter, Canadians voluntarily idle their vehicles
for a combined total of more than 75 million
minutes a day — equal to one vehicleidling for
144 years. Weidle about 40 percent lessin
summer, but still waste an enormous amount of
fuel and emit unnecessary
pollution.

If every driver of alight-
duty vehiclein Canada
stopped idling for just
five minutes a day,
collectively we would
save 680 million litres of
fuel per year. We would also prevent more than
1.6 million tonnes of carbon dioxide —themain
greenhouse gas — from entering the atmosphere
annually.
