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Lighthouse Trail Update

As the second year of construction winds
down, the trail is taking shape. The main
surface from the Lighthouse to Gun Landing
Cove is complete and the passage to Wolfe’s
Cove should be cleared before this year’s
phase of the project is complete.

Despite the winter weather, Doug Wrathall,
project foreman, and his crew are making
great progress. Interpretive panels have been
developed and the crew hopes to have them
installed soon. The panels will depict both
the cultural and ecological significance of
the area. A plan for the parking lot is being
developed and it is hoped to be ready for the
spring. There are also plans for benches
along the trail as well as a pit privy.
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The committee appreciates the cooperation
they have received from the park. Both
Asset Management, and Cultural Resources
have been instrumental in the success of the
trail. Although the final surface of “crushed
fines” has not been laid, the trail is
accessible. The scenery along the route is
magnificent and well worth a visit.

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Office Safety

An office fire can be devastating, resulting
in the loss of life, business interruption or
permanent closure, jobs, property and
information. Offices are loaded with
combustibles: carpeting, draperies, papers,
books, wood and upholstered furniture,
plastic laminate, vinyl-fabric-covered
furniture, wood panelling, as well as
electrically powered toasters, microwave
ovens, kettles, computers and other
appliances. Combine these with the human
element and the stage is set for a potentially
devastating fire.

Keep the combustible load - carpeting,
upholstered furniture - to a minimum.

Keep exits clear of combustibles e.g.
discarded paper and empty cartons.

In designated areas where smoking is
permitted, provide the proper disposal of
smoking materials, like an outdoor cigarette
receptacle.

Provide adequate clearance and circulation
of air between combustible material and hot
surfaces or heat sources such as copy
machines, word processors and computers.

Unplug electrical appliances - coffee
makers, space heaters and hot plates - when
not in use.

Restrict and monitor the use of heaters and
hot plates.

To ensure they meet code requirements, a
professional/certified electrician should
check all electrical distribution systems.

Perform regularly scheduled and recorded
maintenance of electrical equipment.

Prevent access to the office by unauthorized
personnel.

Keep flammables properly stored and
secured.
