
 

 
 
 

To celebrate the International Year of 

Astronomy, the Fortress of Louisbourg 

has recently opened an exhibit featuring 

three exhibit panels commemorating the 

establishment of Canada’s First 

Astronomical Observatory.  

 

Chabert’s Mission - It was because of the 

imprecise nature of longitudinal 

measurements in North America that the 

Marquis de Chabert, a respected French 

astronomer, was commissioned in 1750 to 

go to North America to correct the maps 

of the coasts of Acadia, Ile Royale and 

Newfoundland. Chabert had to determine 

the longitude of Louisbourg but he also 

recorded observations on the stars and the 

moon, as well as the tides and the climate. 

Within two years of his return to France, 

the French Royal Academy published 

Chabert’s book documenting his findings 

in Ile Royale (Cape Breton.) 

 

Canada’s First Observatory - Canada’s 

first observatory for viewing the planets 

and stars was built here on the left flank of 

the King’s Bastion in 1750. A well-

constructed timber-frame cabin, the 

observatory had windows, doors, locks 

and board siding. The instruments  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

included eight telescopes. Six were 

refracting telescopes with focal lengths 

between three and 18 feet. There was also 

a Gregorian reflecting telescope with a 

focal length of three feet as well as a 

telescope for measuring angles. The 

observatory also had a seconds clock, 

terrestrial globes, maps of the stars and an 

octant. 

 

Why the Observatory Constructed at 

Louisbourg - Louisbourg was selected as 

the principal site for astronomical 

observations because of its critical 

geographical location for French Atlantic 

shipping and its proximity to the Gulf of 

St. Lawrence, the gateway to Canada’s 

hinterland.  

 

An Observatory was Essential for 

Accurate Maps - Unlike today’s 

navigators, those in the eighteenth century 

did not have sophisticated instrumentation 

for determining latitude and longitude. 

While computing latitude in the mid-

eighteenth century was an accurate 

procedure, the same could not be said for 

the means of determining longitude, a 

measurement east or west of the prime 

meridian. By the 1750’s navigators did not 

know how to obtain an accurate reading of 

longitude at sea. So desperate were such 
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seafaring nations as England, France, 

Holland and Spain to render navigation an 

exact science, that they passed legislation 

offering substantial rewards and prizes to 

astronomers and navigators who could 

devise a proven method for calculating 

longitude.
